• Award opens Friday 17 July at 9.30am and closes Monday 10 August at 5.30pm. 

• Entries are open to Western Australian school students in years one to twelve. 

• Stories submitted must be an original piece of prose writing, no more than 2000 words in 

length. 

• Entries must be the sole work of the entrant, group or joint entries will not be considered. 

• Entry is limited to one per person. 

• Finalists will be advised by phone or email.  

• Results will be published on the City of Subiaco website by the end of September 2026. 

• Due to the high number of entries received for this award each year, stories cannot be returned. 

• Winning stories will be on display for one month at Subiaco Library from Tuesday 29 September 

until Sunday 1 November and be published online.
